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Hearing, health and technologies are entangled in
multi-faceted ways. The edited volume addresses this
complex relationship by arguing that modern hearing was
and is increasingly linked to and mediated by technological
innovations. The volume will be of interest to all scholars
and students of disability studies, sound studies, sociology
of health and illness, medical history, health and society as
well as those interested in the practices and techniques of
self-monitored and smart hearing.
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
